WHY DO WE HAVE DEBT?

The September 2018 tornado
caused extensive damage to
our church building and
grounds, so we began our NEW
HORIZON building renovation
campaign to repair and update
our facility.

Our church successfully raised
$1,221,575.76 over a three-year
period, but due to Covid-
related cost increases to
building materials and labour
we were left with outstanding
expenses of $780,000.

In May 2022, we secured a loan
and mortgage totalling
$800,000 to pay our
outstanding expenses and to
cover the costs associated with
this planned debt retirement
campaign.




WHY SHOULD WE PAY
OFF THE DEBT NOW?

As of May 2023 we have
been paying $5,589.46
EACH MONTH to carry the
debt.

That's $67,073.52 each

year!

In 2 Corinthians 9, Paul encouraged the church in
Corinth to be generous and, because of their
generosity, God would provide for their needs. Paul
said that this kind of extreme generosity was a
tangible sign to everyone that they loved God and
loved others!
